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An Exploration of the Reasons for the Change of the Relationship

between Sui Dynasty and Turkic Dynasty

Abstract :In 581, when Sui Dynasty established, the relationship between Turks and Sui Dynasty was very
tense, and the two sides continued to carry out large-scale wars. After 584, the war between the two sides de-
creased, and the relationship between Sui and Turks gradually eased. But at the end of the reign of Emperor Yang
of Sui, the relations between the two sides became tense again. Although there are many articles on the relation be-
tween the two sides, no one specifically expounds the reasons of relation between the two sides. This paper tries to
combine the historical records and archaeological data and previous research results, to analyze of factors influen-
cing the change of Sui from aspects of Turks and Sui dynasty respectively.
